ACCESSING THE CATALOG:

Welcome to the Demonstration Library Catalog!

1. You can get to the catalog directly using the catalog
URL. It's https://betsievalley.biblionix.com.

2. On the library website
(www.betsievalleydistrictlibrary.org),
you’ll see a link to the catalog or a catalog search
blank where can enter your terms directly.

SEARCHING:
There are 3 ways of searching: “Search/Search All Fields”, “More Search Options”, and “See What's Hot”. The
“Search All Fields” option is what is used when you use the search blank from the library’s homepage.

Find:_ — Search All Fields: most likely, you'll want to use this simple

e search. It performs a Google® type search. It searches all

=i notes, and a number of other fields. You'll be presented

with the list of items that match all of the words you entered.
Word order and letter case do not matter. To use this
method, simply type a word, words, or phrase into the "Search" blank at the top of the screen. Then either push
the Enter key on your keyboard, or click the GO! button. Other search options in the drop-down menu are “Title
Starts With”, “Title Contains”, and “Author”.

The “Label” column
tells you where to locate the item in the library. The “In” column tells you how many copies are available, etc. (Note:
if you were to perform another search, your previous search(es) will appear above the current results for fast access.
Instead of the “Back” button, use this history listing).
